Questions To Ask Your Physician Before Choosing Breast Cancer Treatment
In addition to personal experience, the following questions have been adapted from www.webmd.com.  Some of the questions cannot be answered until a pathology report is obtained post-surgery.  These questions can help guide your discussions with your doctor (print these and take them with you to your doctor's visit): 
TYPE OF CANCER
1. What type of breast cancer do I have and what stage is it?  How many and how large are my tumors?
2. What do you expect my prognosis to be?
3. What is my nodal status, hormone receptor status, her2/neu status?  If unknown, how and when do I find out what it is, and how does it affect my treatment?
TREATMENT
4. What treatment options are available for this stage of breast cancer?
6. What are the risks, side effects, or complications of these treatments?
7. How long will the treatment take?
8. What medicines will I be taking? And for how long?
9. Are these proven or experimental techniques, methods, or medications?
10. Will I need chemotherapy or radiation, or both? How often will I receive it and how is it given? What side effects can I expect? Should I undergo these treatments before any surgery?
11. How should I expect to feel during treatment?
12. Am I at risk for any other cancers and what can I do to reduce that risk? 
13. Is this treatment covered by insurance?

SIDE EFFECTS
14. What are the short-term side effects of my treatment?

15. Are there any long-term side effects of which I should be aware?  Will any of these treatments cause premature menopause or infertility?
16. Will the treatment affect me sexually (reduction in sex drive, ability to have children)?

SECOND OPINION 

17. Can you recommend someone for a second opinion?
SURGERY
18. If surgery is necessary who will my surgeon be, and how is that decided?

19. What are the options for breast reconstruction, if surgery is recommended?
20. Are there any aftereffects of surgery? If so, what are they?(i.e., tenderness, pain, scarring; numbness along the scar).
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
